The exterior was designed to actively use locally sourced timber so that it would blend harmoniously with the surrounding greenery
and enhance the spiral-shaped staircase, allowing visitors to rediscover Mt.Kannabi while experiencing a continuous climb

that naturally leads to views over the Kyoto Basin. The spiral viewing terrace is not only for daily climbers

or new visitors to the mountain, but also a facility designed to be loved for a long time and to become part of Mt.Kannabi’s history.
We envisioned a facility that serves as an icon of Mt.Kannabi and connects the town, people, and history of Kyotanabe,

while accommodating a variety of activities.
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
